(1)	About Prefectural University of Hiroshima
Prefectural University of Hiroshima is a public university in Hiroshima Prefecture with three distinctive campuses and four faculties, two graduate school programs and one major course of study with about 2,600 students. It is known as a top public university in the Chugoku, Shikoku and Kyushu areas, committed to “learning, high-quality research and training.”
In Hiroshima Prefecture, two World heritage sites, the Atomic Bomb Dome and Itsukushima Shrine offer an additional educational experience from the perspectives of peace, culture and history in Japan.
Currently, about 70 foreign students are enrolled at our University. Inbound exchange students are accepted during each term. So far, we have produced and introduced many excellent foreign students to the world who have studied in a Japanese academic setting and the surrounding culture at the University. We look forward to interacting with you through our exchange programs.

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(4)	Classes and Facilities on Campus
Each undergraduate faculty has its own distinct curriculum. Among them, the department of Intercultural Studies, faculty of Human Culture and Science has initiated a lecture series titled “Miyajima-gaku” (“Theory of Local Culture,” a subject of the department of Intercultural Studies) where you can learn about Miyajima, famous for Itsukushima Shrine, from various perspectives including history, literature and performing arts. Support for Foreign Students
The University provides various kinds of support programs for foreign students to allow them to engage in a fulfilling student life in Japan.
(1)	Scholarship for Foreign Students Accepted by Prefectural University of Hiroshima
¥30,000 shall be paid monthly as a “Scholarship for Foreign Students Accepted by Prefectural University of Hiroshima.” (Repayment is not required.)
However, the Scholarship may not be granted to those who receive another scholarship of ¥30,000 or more from another organization, etc., or academic performance falls below a standard level.

(2)	Residence
      *	The cost of utilities is not included in the rent.
○	Hiroshima Campus
The University helps foreign students apply for residence at Hiroshima City International House (monthly rent: ¥26,000). This house is specifically designated foreign students who are enrolled in educational institutions within Hiroshima City. A selection process to reside in this house is required. In the event that you fail to pass the screening process, the University will prepare a private residence for you. In this case, the University will subsidize the differences in rent between the house and the private residence.

○	Shobara Campus
The University will subsidize the difference in rent, in the event that you reside at a private residence.
Monthly rent: about ¥26,000
(Shobara Campus Guest House: Monthly rent: about ¥6,000)

○	Mihara Campus	Monthly rent: about ¥26,000


(3)	Pick Up Service
The University will send someone to pick you up at the airport only for flights arriving at Hiroshima Airport.

(4)	Student Life Support in Japan
The University has created an environment for you to consult with someone without hesitation about anything from study to daily life.
○	Buddy System
“Buddy” means a Japanese student who will help a new foreign student become accustomed to his/her life in Japan soon. As a “buddy” is of the same generation, you can consult with a buddy about anything without hesitation.
Soon after arriving in Japan, a buddy will guide you around Hiroshima and help you perform the necessary procedures at local government offices.

(5)	Courtesy Card for Visiting Cultural Facilities in Hiroshima Prefecture
A courtesy card is available for foreign students to encourage them to deepen their understanding of culture in Japan or Hiroshima. This card allows foreign students to visit 70 cultural facilities in the prefecture at a reduced price (no entrance fee or half price).
(6)	Hiroshima Study Tour
You can take a day trip to various places in Hiroshima to learn about “Peace, Culture, Industry and Nature” of Hiroshima.
As this tour is carried out jointly by the three campuses, you can deepen exchanges with many other foreign students and Japanese students.

(7)	Insurance
You must enroll in the following insurances in case of any unexpected accident or disaster during your student residence period.
○	Student Education Research Disaster Insurance
In the event that any student suffers injury while in school, such injury shall be compensated.
○	Public Liability Insurance incidental to Gakkensai
In the event that any student inflicts injury, etc., on someone else or causes damage, etc., such damage or injury shall be compensated.
○	National Health Insurance
○　Those who maintain residency in Japan must enroll in this insurance and pay the monthly premium. When 
an insured person receives medical care at a hospital, his or her personal expense of the medical care 
received will be 30% of the total cost.

(1)	Climate and Seasons
Hiroshima Prefecture is surrounded by both mountains and the sea, so you will feel the charm of each season.
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[image: ]As for spring, we highly recommend cherry blossom viewing. Every year, people enjoy the coming of spring at Peace Memorial Park. During the Golden Week holidays, a city-wide event called the “Flower Festival” is also held.


When the rainy season ends, fireworks are held in various locations. You can also enjoy outdoor activities such as swimming or camping.

Since the climate is comfortable in the fall, it is the best time to take a pleasure trip. You can see the beautiful fall foliage in towns and natural parks.


It begins to snow from around Christmas. In the northern part of Hiroshima, you can enjoy winter sports such as skiing or snowboarding.



(2)	Transportation
With the longest electric tramway route in Japan, Hiroshima Electric Railway streetcars offer easy access and convenience. Bus services and JR trains are also available.

(3)	Sightseeing Spots
Miyajima and the Atomic Bomb Dome, World Heritage sites, and many other historic buildings are located in Hiroshima.
In addition, there are many sightseeing spots with an abundance of nature.
